National Intelligence Reform Act of 2004

Business Meeting

The following is a list of amendments that are anticipated to be considered during today’s business meeting of the Senate Governmental Affairs Committee:

· Voinovich Amendment #4 – Specifies the process through which government personnel will receive security clearances

· Voinovich Amendment #6 – To establish an FBI Intelligence Career Service

· Shelby Amendment – Establishes and Analytic Review Unit within the Office of the Inspector General of the National Intelligence Authority

· Levin Amendment #1 – Strengthens independence of NID and ensure that intelligence is independents of policy and political considerations

· Levin Amendment #2 – Restricts the NCTC to strategic planning and rename the Directorate of Operations as the Directorate of Strategic Planning

· Levin Amendment #3 – Eliminates the NCTC’s ability to assign operations responsibilities to specific elements of the Armed Forces

· Levin Amendment #4 – Eliminates the NSC’s direct supervisory authority over the NCTC’s joint operational activities and instead require the NCTC to report to the NID

· Levin Amendment #5 – Requires disagreements between the NCTC and an agency head over strategic plans to be resolved by the President, not the NSC

· Levin Amendment #6 – Clarifies the bounds of the NIP by broadening the exception for military intelligence

· Levin Amendment #7 – Add a requirement that the NID coordinate with agencies doing collections consistent with current practice and also make clear that customers are to establish collection requirements

· Levin Amendment #8 – Requires all NID transfers to be the types of transfers authorized by law and within annual appropriations ceilings

· Levin Amendment #9 – Denies the NID the authority to transfer military personnel

· Levin Amendment #10 – Requires the NID to consult with affected agencies before reprogramming funds and notify Congress of any agency head objection to a reprogramming

· Levin Amendment #13 – Eliminates the NCTC concurrence requirement for Northcom and other entities

· Levin Amendment #14 – Requires NID concurrence in DOD appointments for NSA, NRO, and NGA heads, instead of DOD concurrence in NID appointments

· Stevens Amendment #1 – To strike section 162, acquisition and fiscal authorities

· Durbin Amendment #3 – Standard of review for Privacy and Civil Liberties Oversight Board
