1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Wildland Fire Mitiga-

tion and Management Commission Act of 2021".

SEC. 2. DEFINITIONS.
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In this Act:
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(1) APPROPRIATE COMMITTEES OF CON-

(I) the Committee on Ways and Means of

(2) CommissioN—The term “Commission”

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(3) HIGIH-RISK INDIAN TRIBAL GOVERNMENT.—

The term “high-risk Indian tribal government”
medans an Indian tribal government, during not
fewer than 4 of the 5 years preceding the date of en-

actment of this Act—

ance under section 420 of the Robert T. Staf-
ford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance

(8) WILDLAND-URBAN INTHERFACE.—The term

under subparagraph (A), (B), (C), or (D) spe-

eific to—

(i) forest type, vegetation type, or for-
est and vegetation type; or
(if) State land, Tribal land, or private
land;-and
(F)(i) a review of the national strategy de-
seribed in the report entitled “The National
Strategy: The Final Phase in the Development,
of the National Cohesive Wildland Fire Man-

agenent Strategy” and dated April 2014; and
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(ii) any recommendations for changes to
that national strategy to improve its effective-
ness.
(2) ‘SPECIFIC POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS.—T0o
the maximum extent practicable, the report de-

seribed in paragraph (1) shall include detailed short-

and long-term policy recommendations, including

any recommendations for Federal legislation.

(3) INTERIM REPORTS.—Before the submission
of the report wnder paragraph (1), on approval of all
members of the Commission, the Commission may

submit to the appropriate committees of Congress 1

or move interim reports, as the Commission deter-

mines to be appropriate, relating to any matters de-

seribed in paragraph (1).

{b) REPORT ON AERIAL, WILDLAND FIREFIGHTING

EQUIPMENT STRATEGY AND INVENTORY ASSESSMENT.—

(1) SUBMISSION OF INVENTORY TO THE COM-
MISSION.—Not later than 45 days after the date on
whiich the Commission holds the first meeting of the

Commission, the Secretary of Deéfense and the heads

of other relevant Federal departments and agencies
shall submit to the Commission an inventory of sur-
plus cargo and passenger aircraft and excess com-

mon-use aireraft parts that may be used for wildland

Commission expects will be necessary to fight

wildland fires through 2030 in the most cost-ef-

fective manner.

(8) CONSIDERATIONS FOR ACCESSING AIRCRAFT

mission shall consider all private and puinG sector
options for accessing necessary aireraft and aireraft

(4) UNCLASSIFIED REPORT.—The inventory
